1. All applications must be made on the official application form, please attach your official letterhead also.
2. Return your completed application form by post or email as outlined above.

When will a decision be made? 
Funds are allocated as donations and sponsorship by Tullamore Credit Union. Applications will be adjudicated on and funds presented at a Formal Presentation event; Invitations will be issued by email or letter.

Criteria for Capital Funding (purchase of equipment, a vehicle or a building)

Applicants must supply the following as appropriate:

For Equipment
1. Business /Sustainability Plan is required at application stage
· with details of annual funding for maintenance, insurance, repair, running costs
· with details of project management & experience, costs, timelines & payment schedules
· with details of health & safety framework, if required
· with details of the Steering/Oversight Committee
· 3 quotes 
2. Progress Report to be submitted at agreed intervals
3. Display the Credit Union logo on a plaque


For Vehicles
1. Business /Sustainability Plan is required at application stage
· with details of annual funding for maintenance, insurance, repair, running costs & driver
· with details of health & safety framework, if required
· with details of the Steering/Oversight Committee
· 3 quotes 
2. Display the Credit Union logo on the vehicle


For Buildings
1. Confirmation of ownership of the land or lease for at least 10 years
2. Confirmation of planning permission & copy of plans 
3. Business Plan
· With details of annual funding for maintenance, insurance, repairs & running costs
· with details of project management & experience, costs, timelines & payment schedules
· with details of the Steering/Oversight Committee
· 3 quotes 
4. Display the Credit Union logo on a plaque









Criteria for Pilot Programme Funding (first time project)

Applicants must provide the following:

1. Details of Steering Group / Oversight Committee

2. Feasibility Study / Business Plan outlining details of the pilot programme, costs & potential benefits

3. Details of fund-raising activities

4. Confirmation of funding from a funding body, if applicable

5. Agree to provide a progress report at agreed intervals

6. Agree to display the credit union logo as appropriate
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
